The Arc. Legislative Notebook Recap

Snohomish County On December 7th, the Arc of Washington State had it’s yearly Legislative
Notebook meeting for the upcoming legislative session. This annual event co-
vers the myriad of topics presented in the notebook, and often features many
calls to action for the upcoming legislative session.

This year saw the notebook meeting, like everything else, done completely
remotely for the first time. The morning session featured a breakdown of the
theme, “Zooming in on Developmental Disabilities,” a rundown of all the issue
papers within the notebook, and many other
explanations of the charts, graphs, and data
contained within.

This year also featured a fantastic question
and answer session with four state senators
about many topics of concern for the I/DD
community. The senators in attendance were
Senator John Braun (R), Senator Emily Randall,
LRI R B VAR Senator Christine Rolfes (D), and Senator Sha-
ARCR SRR YRR ron Brown (R). All four senators are known allies of the I/DD community, and

what that from at this time. All four senators spoke about how the budget crisis has illumi-
R LE R e nated many shortcomings and pitfalls that currently exist within our state, and
how certain financial savings have already been made because of the pandemic.
Potential sources of revenue have appeared, but the requirements to use them
to plug up the holes in the budget are less then ideal. This is an issue that will
be at the forefront of the upcoming legislative session in its entirety.
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The afternoon session began with a massive overview of the data included
within the notebook. Charts, graphs, and surveys were presented to show
where services for the /DD community currently stand, where they could be,
and where we want them to be. This data will be pivotal in discussions with
legislators about improving services moving forward.

Finally the day ended with an exciting new proposal about a potential omni-
bus bill for I/DD services. This idea is still in the beginning planning phases, but
would encompass the entire field of I/DD issues moving forward, instead of
putting forth smaller, individual bills to further the causes of the I/DD commu-
nity. As this proposal is currently in its infancy, there is no specific information
at this time, but stay tuned for more in the future.

The Arc Legislative Forum Recap

Snohomish County Prior to the November 3rd elections, The Arc of Snohomish County hosted a
legislative forum for all seven of our legislative districts. They were hosted by
members of our community who lived in those districts, The Arc invited all of
the candidates running for the state legislature and invited them to discuss their
stances on issues important to the /DD community.

The turn out for these forums was phenomenal. The vast majority of candi-
dates who were running were able to attend, and several who could not sentin
written statements or prerecorded messages. Every candidate expressed great
concern regarding how the looming budget crisis will affect the I/DD commu-
nity, and every candidate offered reassurances that they did not plan on cutting
services to the most vulnerable among us.

2), With the current economic crisis, how would you protect services that
people with intellectual and developmental disabilities and their families need?
What is your plan for addressing the budget shortfall and how would it serve
individuals with disabilities? And 3), Is there other information you would like
constituents with developmental disabilities and their families and friends to
know?

All questions put forth by attendees were answered as well, and even if
there was little or no time for open questions, candidates answered all ques-
tions via email at a later date.

While the majority of legislators were re-elected, there are a few new faces
for this upcoming biennium. Below are some of the new legislators who will be
in Olympia representing Snohomish County when the legislative session begins
January 11.

Greg Gilday(R) defeated Angie Homola to win the 10th District Position 1
seat in the state legislature. Representative-elect Gilday is filing the seat vacated
by Norma Smith, who held the seat for the last six terms and did not run for re-
election. Representative —elect Gilday lives on Camano Island with his wife and
two sons.

Ongoing COVID-19 Recovery

Currently, congress is working on both avoiding a government shut down, and
how to extend COVID-19 supports beyond this year. Currently, the CARES act ex-
pires December 31, and with it the protections it offers. Congress is currently
working on an extension package to go beyond the new year, but as of now they
are currently at an impasse. Current proposals vary from whether or not stimulus
checks are included, whether or not businesses will receive immunity from COVID
related workplace events, and much more.
